Maya said that this technique balanced the left and right hemispheres of
the brain, as well as the masculine and feminine energies in the body. It also
purified the energy channels in the body called nadis.

- The second one was called ujjayi, or victorious breath. It involved breathing
through the nose with a slight constriction in the throat, creating a soft hissing
sound. Maya said that this technique increased the heat and oxygen in the body,

That's a very philosophical question. The answer
depends on how you define breathing and the
universe.

The expansion of the universe is a result of the Big Bang
and is thought to be caused by dark energy?. However, there is a discrepancy
between the local and the global measurements of the expansion rate of the
universe®.

Some scientists speculate that the expansion of the universe will eventually stop
and reverse, leading to a contraction and a collapse of the universe into a
singularity, also known as the Big Crunch[*107] M. This would be like a reverse Big
Bang, where everything becomes compressed into a single point. However, this
scenario depends on how much matter and energy there is in the universe, and
whether gravity can overcome dark energy. The current observations suggest that
the universe will continue to expand forever, or at least for a very long time’.

There are many factors that contribute to this crisis, such as
high housing costs, addiction, mental iliness, and lack of adequate services and
support. Different cities have different approaches and policies to address
homelessness, but none have been able to solve it completely. It is a challenge
that requires compassion, innovation, and collaboration from all sectors of
society.

- Religious challenges: Galileo's discoveries supported the Copernican heliocentric
model, which placed the sun at the center of the universe and Earth as a planet
orbiting it. This contradicted the geocentric model, which placed Earth at the
center of the universe and was endorsed by the Catholic Church as the correct
interpretation of the Bible. Galileo's views were seen as heretical and dangerous
by some church authorities, who tried to censor and suppress his writings. Galileo
was eventually put on trial by the Inquisition and forced to recant his heliocentric
beliefs*>.
